VI. New Business
A. President Elect Position

Harper relayed Dr. Wayne Brumfield’s decision to decline the position of President Elect and asked if anyone on the board is interested assuming that role.  Gunn expressed interest and discussion ensued about the demands and responsibilities
On a motion from Tisdell and seconded by Hardison, the council unanimously moved to appoint David Gunn as the President Elect and Wayne Brumfield as the four-year university representative.
B. Conference 2008
Discussion ensued around the conference 2008 theme.  Many members offered names that tied to the campus safety focus.
On a motion from Gunn and seconded by Raines, the council unanimously moved to adopt “Student Safety: Priority One” as the 2008 Conference Theme.
Harper said the Virginia Tech University Vice President for Student Affairs, Zenobia Hikes wanted $5,000 for a speaker’s fee.  Tisdell said that would not be possible given our small budget.
On a motion from Tisdell and seconded by Raines, the council unanimously not to pay such a large speaker’s fee for the conference.
Tisdell reported that Ronnie Jones confirmed his interest in presenting but we would need to work out a small fee.  Harper reported that Campus Compact had confirmed to speak on their Ready Campus initiative.
Discussion ensued regarding the conference structure.  Suggestions were made that Campus Compact would speak Monday afternoon, there would be a keynote Tuesday during lunch and a keynote Wednesday at 10 a.m.  Harper and Gunn agreed to work on the conference structure together.  

It was mentioned that we may want to provide Mardi Gras beads for the reception.  Nedra Alcorn was going to look into that.

Harper and Hardison volunteered to work on a giving level structure, and everyone was asked to identify potential donors.

Tisdell reported the website has been updated to show our new venue, registration rates, and board contact information with photos.  Tisdell asked all board members to submit photos for the website.
